Arrangements & Rules
In accordance with the pastor and church availability, wedding services should be scheduled as early as possible to avoid conflicts and disappointments. You do not need to be a member of WPBC to have your wedding ceremony at our facility. You must also schedule a minimum of four (4) hours of pre-marital couple counseling with the pastor or another licensed professional. The minister reserves the right to refuse to perform the ceremony if commitment counseling is not attended or if concerns arise in counseling.
The pastor reserves the right to exclude from the ceremony any elements which are felt to be inappropriate and may refuse to perform the ceremony at any time prior to the rehearsal.
Services will be conducted in the sanctuary. The sanctuary has the capacity to seat 150 people. A piano and CD player are available for use during the ceremony.

A rehearsal is required, preferably the night before the ceremony. Rehearsals should be scheduled through the church administrator to avoid conflicts in the church schedule.

No smoking is permitted in the building. No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the church grounds or premises. 
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A marriage license must be obtained prior to the wedding. Marriage certificates are required to be given to the Officiate at the rehearsal.

Flower arrangements may be delivered to the church, however you must have a responsible member of your party be present at the church to accept the deliveries.

Decorations, flowers and candles are allowed, however you must dispose/take away of them once the ceremony is completed.
The pastor may decide to allow flash photography.
The church can furnish: heat or A/C (depending on time of year), light, pews, and the use of a piano or CD player.

The church does not furnish: candles, runners, flowers, decorations, refreshments, dishes, or utensils.

Parking is available in the Lake Anne general parking lot. It is a public parking area.

WPBC is wheelchair accessible on the west side of the sanctuary glass doors.
